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0. System requirements 

In order for the Content manager Small Airports Special edition to work, your web hosting package must include the following:

· MySql- data base (MySql Version 5) 

· PHP 5 

· The system extension gd_lib for the automatic scaling of images should be available and activated
1. Install Small Airports Edition

· Request FTP access data for your web server as well as all data about your MySQL data base (data base host, -name, -user name, -password.)

· Download the zip file „small-airport-edition.zip“ available on the following page: http://europlane.net/work/small-airports-cms.html
· Un-zip all files and put them into the root directory of your web space.

· Invoke the installer at www.<your-domain-name>.<your-top-level-domain>/install/. 

· You will be guided by an automatic install routine, that will request all necessary input to set up the data base and to connect to it, and to configure the hugo content manager correctly

· You will also get instructions explaining which directories need write special write permissions (777). You will best allocate those write permissions via an FTP client.

2. Bilingual settings 

The web site is bi-lingual and configured by default to cover German and English. If your web site should have English plus another language (e.g. Polish, Italian, Dutch...) you need to change some settings manually:

· The directory data/includes/lang_select_inc.php contains all permanent labels and other linguistic page elements in German and English. These you can replace with labels / text in other languages. In the directory „img“ you will find the two default language flags for the web site. Here, you can modify flags but please do not rename the gif files.

· In the directory „images/hugo“ you find the flags for the language choice in the CMS-Backend. Modify the flags if necessary, but please do not rename the gif files.

3. Instructions for editors using  hugo Content Manager and the Small Airport-Website

You can invoke the Content Manager Small Airports Special Edition under:

www. <your-domain-name>.<your-top-level-domain>/editing/

(If you have not installed the CMS at the root level but in a sub-directory, the address should reflect the respective sub-directory path)

• Set up navigation:

Within hugo, select the tab "navigation" in the left-hand hierarchical menu and define the main navigation points for your web site under „Variable templates and pages“. Die name of the home page is fixed, „General content“, being generic to all pages, is not shown in the navigation structure.

• Set up / create documents
Within hugo, select the tab "documents / Dokumente" in the left-hand hierarchical menu to create or edit documents

The layout templates for the home page and the news section are pre-defined. For all other pages, you can choose an appropriate layout template when creating new pages. (Please consider carefully  this choice of the right template: a change to another template after creating a document is not necessary and would necessitate deletion and recreation of the document).

• Template „General content“

Here different persistent content elements for the overall website are specified. 

You can specify the name of the web site, your logo and a contact mail address displayed in the footer of the website. 

In addition you can specify up to 3 partner logos including a fitting legend or qualifier, e.g. to name relevant partners, co-operations, etc. These logos/labels will be shown underneath the left-hand site navigation.

The maximum size of the logo of your website is 187 Pixel horizontal and 140 Pixel vertical. The logo will not be scaled, please make sure that you create it in the right size so that it will fit within the maximum horizontal and vertical space.

The maximum width of partner logos is 150 Pixel, height is unlimited. The logos will not be scaled please make sure that you create it to fit within the maximum width.

• Template „Homepage“

This template serves exclusively for the content of the home page.

It consists of an optional headline, a text and an image area with a predefined width of 628 pixels and unlimited height?

Should your image be different in size, it will be scaled, but please make sure to use an image with exactly 628 pixels width to ensure an optimum image quality.

The news block id generated automatically from the contents in the news section and cannot be editied here.

• Template „News pages“

All news items that are being created will automatically appear in the order of time of issue date (latest first) on the news overview page. The five most recent news items will be displayed also in the news block on the home page.

The "issue date" field is mandatory, since it constrains the sorting of news items.

The field  „summary“ will be presented on the news overview page, so this is the place to place a very short succinct summary of the news content.

Beneath the text block it is possible to place an address field, which is constructed in the same way as in the other general content templates. 
• Variable templates and pages

This part of your web site can be filled with content formatted in one of the available general templates. 

Just crate the document below the relevant section. The document name will be displayed in the left-hand navigation. You can use the 123-Icon to arrange the documents within each section in the desired order.

• Template Text with inline image 

This page layout is text-oriented and allows the optional display of images inline (i.e. within the text flow, with the image moving up and down when scrolling).

Images can be inserted into the formatted body text using the yellow image-Icon. The image must not exceed the width of 628 pixels, otherwise the page layout will break up!  So please make sure to use an image editing application such as Photoshop or Microsoft Paint to resize larger images to a maximum width of 628 pixel.

At the bottom of the page you have the option to place an address block, e.g. to give the contact details for a service partner. 

The image size of service partners is constrained to a maximum of 120 pixel width. If smaller, the image will be scaled up which results in an unsatisfactory image quality. Please provide the logo in the appropriate width of 120 pixels. If desired, you can define a link to web pages of service partners.

• Template Text with images in column

Use this template for pages which you want to accompany by 1 to 6 images. The template is similar to the template „Text with inline image“, but it can contain up to six images in the right-hand column with the option of having different image legends under each image.

The images in the right-hand column will automatically be resized to a width of 24 pixels for display within the page. Each image can in addition be displayed in its original size in a popup window. This original size has no upper limit but in general we recommend to keep images to a width of 1024 pixels, not wider, to avoid a display that is too large to fit onto an average screen, and to avoid overly long download times.

• Template Airman’s Info
Use this template to display „Airman’s information“.

Include text as on the other templates. In addition, this page allows the placing of a PDF fact sheet for download. In the field label, you can specify the visible link text of the link that will trigger the PDF download.

Furthermore, you can place two maps (e.g. approach map and airport map) in JPEG format (file suffix .jpg), The preview of these maps on the page will be scaled automatically to a width of 240 pixels. Clicking on the maps brings them up in an extra window in their original size, which is unlimited.

The page by default includes functions for the call of NOTAM-, METAR- und TAF information. Optionally you can include a note regarding their use and specify your ICAO-Number as default content.

At the bottom of the page you can include contact information regarding technical and service information for your airport.

General hints

• Field „Title“

The field „Title“ should be used to repeat the page title headline. This page is important since it has a big impact on search engine rankings. It is also used as title of your browser window.

• Metadaten

On the level of navigation points you can include meta data for the pages. These meta data should correspond with the title tag and page title and contain relevant key words from the content. Search engines reward a high level of correspondence between these elements.

• Editing images
For all images that are not automatically scaled  we recommend to use an image editing application such as Photoshop, set a resolution of 72 dpi resize images to the right width , and save as JPEG format with medium quality settings. The automatic image scaling does not work with GIF images.
